VIII. Mr. Zelten informed the committee that Erin Turek resigned and went to the Prairie Hill
District and he recommended hiring Lisa Koch who was previously a nurse at
Ledgewood for Ms. Turek’s position.

Mr. Rehl moved to accept the resignation with regrets from Erin Turek, ESM Teacher.
Dr. Gross seconded, and a unanimous voice vote was heard. Motion carried.

IX.  Mr. Zelten informed the committee that Brett Hruby will be on call for maintenance and
recommends Susan Binger for the day to day cleaning.

Mr. Zelten told the committee that there was still a 1.4 Speech Language opening. He
stated that he had two good candidates but one took a position in another district and one
declined due to the insurance. Mr. Zelten recommended using a service for the Speech
vacancy and he was interviewing two candidates from different agencies. He reminded
the committee that the cost of the Speech would be spread out between all nine districts,
that it would not be the burden of the district that would be assigned the agency Speech
candidate.
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Mr. Rehl moved to approve the following employment recommendations; hiring Lisa
Koch as ESM Teacher, hiring Susan Binger as custodian with Brett Hruby still employed
an on call basis, recalling Pam Franks as Pilot Bachelors Speech between three to five
days, recalling Jessica Bozovsky as Classroom Aide, and re-employing Helen Dierks as
Classroom Aide, hiring Elena Henry as Classroom Aide. Mr. Faller seconded, and a
unanimous roll call vote was taken. Motion carried.

Other issues addressed, but not requiring action, included:

a. The Committee agreed on the proposed Executive Meeting Dates for the
2011-12 school year.

b. Mr. Zelten informed the committee that the billing sheets distributed at the
meeting were based on the 2011-12 services as next years needs can’t be
projected. The grant money is removed in the 2011-12 budget as there will not
be any in the 2013 budget. He did remind the committee that IDEA money is
still available. Mr. Zelten informed the committee that he will give an update
at the end of the year.

c. Mr. Zelten asked the committee about the evaluation of their certified staff.
The committee discussed the new model and Mrs. Freedlund agreed to contact
the State to have the mandated training held at the Cooperative for the
Cooperative districts.

d. Mr. Zelten informed the committee that it would be easier if all the districts
could move toward a county calendar but at minimum have the same start
dates and SIP days to allow for universal cross trainings. He also reminded the
districts that it is costly for all involved when substitutes are needed to
accommodate for trainings.
